Product Study Criteria

Marks will be allocated to the 5 aspects of the product study. The study will be marked out of a total of 50 marks. 25 for design issues, 25 for manufacturing issues.

Approx. 500 words plus the relevant research material or bibliography of quotes. 

Synopsis

Conclusions, Evaluations and Recommendations (10 marks)

a. The accuracy of the conclusions, Evaluations and Recommendations made given the nature of the product study.

b. The quality of the conclusions, Evaluations and Recommendations made from the investigation.

c. The ways in which the study could be extended.

Assessment Criteria

7-10 marks

The candidate provides a critical analysis of the results of the study and fully justifies the conclusions, Evaluations and Recommendations, together with displaying an excellent understanding of the ways in which the study could be extended, with regard to both Design and Manufacture
Include

(A) An evaluation of the sources you have used along with justification for any decisions that you have made. Your decisions should refer to the research that you have undertaken and should be included in the Product Study in an Appendices. 

(B) Make sure that the Conclusions you make about your product are realistic in relation to the proof that you have in the form of your research. Annotate to show where this information can be found within your research. The evaluations are in part a personal opinion of what you find and an evaluation of the sources that you have used. The recommendations could include areas that you feel are weak and need improving, possible improvements to the manufacturing processes currently used, Design features that are out of date or poorly designed, colour schemes that you are unhappy with, etc.

(C) The way in which you think the product study could be used within industry. Are there areas in your study that you could investigate further if you had the time?
