0 5  Explain ways in which the passages you have studied about Elijah show how prophecy 
had developed since the 10th century.

0 6  ‘Elijah’s significance as a 9th century prophet has been greatly exaggerated.’

 Assess this view.

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Question 4 8th century prophecy – Amos

0 7  Examine both Amos’ criticisms of the social life of the people and his views on Israel’s 
future.

and

0 8  ‘Amos’ prophecy about Israel’s future portrays an unmerciful God.’

 Assess this claim.
