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INTRODUCTION

The marking schemes which follow were those used by WJEC for the Summer 2014
examination in GCE SPANISH. They were finalised after detailed discussion at examiners'
conferences by all the examiners involved in the assessment. The conferences were held
shortly after the papers were taken so that reference could be made to the full range of
candidates' responses, with photocopied scripts forming the basis of discussion. The aim of
the conferences was to ensure that the marking schemes were interpreted and applied in the
same way by all examiners.

It is hoped that this information will be of assistance to centres but it is recognised at the
same time that, without the benefit of participation in the examiners' conferences, teachers
may have different views on certain matters of detail or interpretation.

No spontaneity. Able to operate interactively in undemanding
everyday situations only. Frequent misunderstandings. Responses
restricted to well rehearsed material and description, often triggered by
key words rather than the substance of the question. Unable to clearly
formulate views / opinions / future plans, or to present an argument.

Lacks fluency. Pronounced hesitations, patchy. Short standard
responses may generate semblance of fluency, examiner may have to
resolve embarrassing silences.

Limited flow of information. May only present one or two unrelated
aspects of issue under discussion or in stimulus material.

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Excellent command of grammar and syntax. Consistently correct use
of tenses, despite a few errors, some corrected. High degree of
accuracy.

Evidence of sound grasp of grammar and syntax in a good range of
structures. Occasional errors, more frequent in abstract contexts or
when arguing a case (i.e. when complex structures are required). They
tend to detract from an otherwise convincing performance.

In spontaneous responses, the main principles of grammar are applied
in concrete contexts.

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Convincing performance of a non-native speaker. High level of
authenticity in producing the characteristically target language sounds.
Pronunciation still slightly affected by the mother tongue, but without
any outstanding, identifiable errors. Delivery fluent. Intonation follows
target language sentence patterns with a ring of authenticity. Very few
lapses. Correct pronunciation of all non-English / non-Welsh
phonemes.

Clear evidence of the candidate being reasonably familiar with target
language sound system and trying to pronounce all sounds correctly.

Frequent errors in pronunciation, diction and intonation cause
misunderstandings. Some responses unintelligible.

Virtually unable to break away from English / Welsh mould in
pronunciation and intonation, causing serious problems in
communication. Few redeeming features, may attempt to reproduce
one or two of the 'non-English / non-Welsh' sounds correctly. Little or
no awareness of the 'otherness' of the foreign sound system and
intonation patterns.

No evidence of correct pronunciation and Intonation. Frequently
unintelligible.

Una etarra acusada dice que es una militante de ETA y no va a participar en el juicio.

Maria Yéafiez Ortiz, juzgada en la Audiencia Nacional por intentar establecer en Portugal una
base etarra junto a otro acusado, ha afirmado que es "militante de ETA desde hace mas de
diez afos" y ha afiadido que no va a "participar” en el juicio que se celebra contra ella.
Yafiez se enfrenta a una peticion fiscal de 23 afios de carcel junto a otro etarra para quien el
fiscal reclama 49 afos de prision. Los dos estan acusados de integrar la banda terrorista e
intentar introducir en Portugal armas y explosivos, para lo que usaron una furgoneta y un
coche que condujeron desde Francia. Los hechos ocurrieron el 9 de enero, cuando dos
guardias civiles vieron una furgoneta sospechosa con matricula francesa estacionada méas
de 24 horas en una carretera de la localidad asturiana de Oviedo y se aproximaron al
vehiculo.

Los agentes se dispusieron a identificar al conductor y a inspeccionar la carga, momento en
el que uno de los etarras se dio a la fuga en el vehiculo pero fue detenido por la guardia
portuguesa esa misma noche nada mas cruzar la frontera. La mujer fue detenida también
esa hoche en Portugal y tenia en el coche varios documentos de identidad falsos, una hoja
con el simbolo de ETA y un pasaporte. En la furgoneta se encontraron varias sustancias y
objetos utilizados para fabricar bombas, asi como tres armas y municion.

La declaracion de soberania en el Parlamento catalan.

La declaracion de soberania que el Parlamento catalan aprobara en la primera reunién del
afo y que esta semana ha empezado a negociar, se basara en el texto presentado por el
presidente del Gobierno catalan Artur Mas el primer dia de la campafa electoral del pasado
25 de noviembre. El texto sefiala que el Parlamento acuerda una declaracion sobre el
ejercicio del derecho a decidir del pueblo de Catalunya basado en cinco aspectos:
democracia, transparencia, dialogo, Europa y legalidad.

Algunos partidos politicos catalanes ya han pactado el texto de la declaracién de soberania
gue aprobaran el dia 23 en la que declaran su voluntad de ejercer el derecho a decidir y
hacer efectiva la constitucion de Catalunya en un nuevo Estado dentro del marco de la
Unién Europea.

Fuentes parlamentarias han explicado que han entregado hoy el documento al resto de
grupos politicos que defienden el derecho a decidir, para buscar su apoyo. El Partido
Popular Catalan no ha recibido el texto por oponerse a cualquier tipo de consulta sobre la
independencia. Y afiade el texto en este sentido: "La legitimacion de este proceso debe
venir dada por la decisién mayoritaria del pueblo por la via de una consulta democratica”. La
inclusion del concepto “nuevo Estado” en el texto podria dificultar que la declaracién tenga
el apoyo del Partido Socialista Catalan, que se ha mostrado en todo momento totalmente
contrario a la independencia de Catalunya del resto de Espafia.
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
