Its not
just that our forex reserves have ballooned
to a size that should reassure the most
worry-prone of central bankers on the
count of perceived adequacy. India is now
recognized by the World as an economy
that will sustain high growth. The
combined fiscal deficit of the Centre and
the States is on the way down, along a
path marked by milestones of deficit
reduction mandated by law. This grants
the Central Bank the flexibility it needs in
monetary policy in a regime of uncontrolled
cross-border capital movements. Import
duties have come down significantly,
forcing companies to acquire genuine
international competitiveness and
domestic tax reform lends a hand to the
process.
