Goffman’s best known statement of
dramaturgical theory presentation of self
in Every day life, was published in 1959.
To put it simply, Goffman saw much in
common between theatrical peformance
and the kinds of “acts” we all put on in our
day-to-day actions and interactions.
Interaction is seen as very fragile,
maintained by social performances. Poor
performances or disruptions are seen as
great threats to social interaction just as
they are to theatrical performances.

Goffman went quite for in his analogy
between the stage and social interaction.
