German philosopher Kant defines knowledge as synthetic judgement a priori. Earlier, he had criticized the two
theories of knowledge, namely rationalism and empiricism as one-sided and accepted the importance of both reason as
well as experience in the process of acquiring valid knowledge. Rationalism has two characteristic—universality and
necessity, while empiricism has one characteristics—novelty or newness. After criticising the two rival epistemological
theories. Kant tries to combine their essential characters and discuss all the three characteristics of knowledge at length.
Thus Kant paves way for a 'emprico-rational’ theory of knowledge which acquires the name ‘criticism'. However, accord-
ing to Kant such a source of knowledge can only be fruitful in the domain of mathematics and natural sciences and not
possible in knowing metaphysical truths. Hence metaphysics is unknowable.
