Question 1 (15 marks)

Question 2 (15 marks)

Question 3 (15 marks)

The EXAMINER is your host brother/sister in Japan.

YOU are talking to him/her about your friends in Australia.

– Say what your friends are like and what you enjoy doing together in your free time.
