Using at least two resources that you have studied this year, write a magazine article in which you
discuss how the economy and politics of Persian-speaking countries have undergone many changes
in the past two decades.
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3. Seven hundred years ago Saadi, the famous Persian poet, wrote the poem below in appreciation of a
woman’s role in the family.

‘A good, obedient, modest wife will change a poor, bewildered husband into a king.’

Using at least two resources that you have studied this year, write an essay for a school essay-
writing competition in which you discuss this poem and its relevance for Persian families today.
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4. ‘In Persian-speaking countries, girls perform better than boys academically when they are given the
same opportunities.’

Using at least two resources that you have studied this year, write a letter to the editor of a weekly
magazine in which you agree or disagree with this statement, giving reasons for your response.
