Efter tva och ett halvt ars krigande blev landet fritt fran det danska fortrycket och
Gustav Vasa blev vald till Sveriges forste konung den 6 juni 1523.

400 ar senare tog man upp iden att anordna ett nio mil langt skidlopp till Gustav Vasas minne —Vasaloppet
och den 19 mars 1922 genomfordes den forsta Vasaloppstavlingen. 119 skidlopare deltog, varav 117 kom
i mal.
