Darfor maste
manga mammor tillbaka ut i arbetslivet sd snart som mgjligt, vilket
innebdr att barnen hamnar pé dagis i tidig alder, och ser inte mycket av
sina fordldrar. Kan man verkligen kalla detta for familjeliv?

Men manga fordldrar vill vara med sina barn hemma och vill inte
arbeta utanfor hemmet. Varfor vinder sig da regeringens nya stod bara
till den arbetande mamman? Istdllet for att utoka fordldraledigheten
borde man ldgga pengarna pa bittre stod for alla barnfamiljer. Alla
barnfamiljer borde kunna ha rad att bo bra och ha tillgang till alla
moderna bekviamligheter. Barnbidraget borde utdkas, sa att det istéllet
ticker fler omkostnader oavsett om mamman arbetar eller ej. Da kunde
de mammor som inte vill arbeta stanna hemma, och de som vill fortsitta
med en karridr kan gora det.
