Farliga barnvdrdsprodukter

Pa senare tid har forséljningen av hygienartiklar for barn
Okat markant. Tillverkare och distributérer marknadsfor
girna barnvardsprodukter som “skonsamma, rena och
naturliga”, men detta bestrids i gjorda undersdkningar. SNF
har startat en upplysningskampan;j for att fa tillverkare att
ta ansvar for sina produkter.

Svenska Naturskyddsforeningen (SNF) granskade 69
barnvéardsprodukter. 50 av dessa innehdll &mnen som ar
skadliga, antingen for miljon eller hélsan eller for bada.
Dessa dmnen inkluderade ofta allergiframkallande och
misstinkt hormonstérande kemikalier. De 69 granskade
artiklarna visade sig innehalla 290 olika ingredienser, av
vilka endast 87 inte innehdll nigra skadliga &mnen. For
en tredjedel av ingredienserna kunde deras effekt inte
faststéllas.

Foréldrar borde kunna utga fran att barnvardsprodukter som
finns i handeln ar oskadliga bade for miljo och hilsa. Det
ar alldeles nodvindigt att lagstifta mot saddan vilseledande
marknadsforing. Som exempel kan ndmnas att den bésta
babyoljan gors pd mandlar. Men en del babyoljor innehaller
mineralolja. Denna petroleumingrediens ticker huden
ungefir som plast och begransar hudens forméga att andas
och utsdndra gifter.
