A
month ago, DDA allotted an additional 330 acres of “fertile” land for the second
phase of the project. Lying north east of the park, the new land extends up to the
river front.

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new stretch. “We will also create grasslands and flood plain forests, which have
become extinct due to urbanisation”, says Prof. Babu, the Head of CEMDE. The
vegetation will include tiger and lemon grass 90-200 cms high, medium grasses
45-90 cms in height and smaller varieties that grow 10-60 cms high.

At present, about six acres are dotted with as many as 400 varieties of
trees including primitive cultivars found along the Yamuna basin. Also
