Overview

The Curriculum Framework for Mathematics

Mathematics in Years 1, 2 and 3 should develop students’ abilities to manipulate
numbers and solve a range of numerical and algebraic problems. It should allow
students to interpret charts and tables, measure accurately, estimate and understand
the concepts involved with shape and space. Mental skills also play an important
role in developing students’ skills in Mathematics.

Structure
The programme of study is divided into three schemes of work, one for each of Years
1, 2 and 3. Each scheme of work is split into three units:

+ Number
+ Algebra
+ Shape, Space and Measures
