This bilingual glossary has been produced to support you in your language learning and to help you
prepare for the Edexcel GCSE in Applied French. It features a minimum core generic vocabulary as well
as suggested initial vocabulary lists for each of the specialist contexts of Media and Communications,
Business and Leisure and Tourism.
