Source E: The Big Society begins here

The Eden Valley in Cumbria was one of the first ‘Big
Society Communities’announced by David Cameron.
Local MP, Rory Stewart, supports the Big Society ideas
of volunteering and setting communities free to do
things for themselves. In one weekend alone he:

« met a group of mothers who had built a
playground

« met the local volunteers who run the Fellrunner
bus service (pictured).

Villagers such as those at Crosby Ravensworth
(pictured in front of the pub they hope to save) are now being helped by civil servants to cut
through all the rules and regulations so they can run projects such as:

« delivering broadband to local communities
« generating electricity for their community

« recruiting volunteers to keep local
museums or libraries open for longer.

Funds in forgotten bank accounts will provide
finance for groups and charities carrying out
Big Society projects.
