details about the last time you visited one of these places, or when you plan to go there, and how
you feel about it;

whether or not it is important to go outdoors for your leisure activities, and why;

what changes you would like to see in the sporting and health facilities in your area, and why.

3 details about a programme you have watched, or are planning to watch, and how you feel about it;

4  whether or not parents should put limits on what their children watch on television, and why;

5 what kind of programmes you would like there to be on television in the future, and why.
