o in the final series, units 2431 and 2432 or 2431 and 2433 or 2432 and 2433 must be taken by candidates who
follow the examination alternative route (units 2431, 2432, 2433, 2435);

e theresults gained in the units taken to satisfy the Terminal Rule override any results previously
gained for those units;

e acandidate who does not meet the Terminal Rule cannot be issued with a certificate grade for GCSE
English 1900;

e candidates retaking any units and intending to certificate must ensure that enough external units are
taken to meet the Terminal Rule.
