Blackpool is a traditional seaside resort attracting mainly UK tourists. If Blackpool
wishes to attract overseas visitors it needs to make some changes.

Plans have recently been discussed that could change the face of Blackpool forever. If,
as expected, there is a major relaxation of current British gambling law then there
could be the UK’s first ‘resort casino hotel’ on the Blackpool seafront. It is expected
that other developments will follow, turning Blackpool into a world-class destination
for gambling and family entertainment.
