These building blocks are essential units in any system.

E.G. Talking – source ( BRAIN) sends message to voicebox 

ENCODER – Language 

TRANSDUCER – Energy changer – voice box ( electrical pulses to sound waves)

CARRIER – Pressure variations of the air

TRANSDUCER – Ear receives sound wave and changes it into electrical pulses which pass to the brain

DECODER – Brain!

STORAGE – Brain stores it for later retrieval

AMPLIFIER – If hearing is poor then a small hearing aid will assist
