1 Begin the conversation by explaining the situation and then asking the candidate what his/her
favourite Urdu film is and why?

2 Allow the candidate to say what his/her favourite Urdu film is and why he/she likes it.
Ask the candidate what is his/her opinion about Urdu films.  Elicit two details.

3 Allow the candidate to give two details in expressing his/her opinion about Urdu films.! Ask the candidate how English films differ from Urdu films.  Elicit two details.

4 Allow the candidate to give two details about how English films differ from Urdu films. 
Ask the candidate whether he/she prefers to watch films at home or in the cinema and why.

5 Allow the candidate to say where he/she prefers to watch films and why.
End the conversation by saying it is a good idea.

1 Begin the conversation by explaining the situation and then asking the candidate what the
problem is.

2 Allow the candidate to say he/she has lost his/her younger brother in the market.
Ask the candidate to describe his/her brother.  Elicit three details.

3 Allow the candidate to give three details in the description of his/her missing brother.
Ask the candidate what time his/her brother went missing and what other languages, apart from
English, he can speak.

4 Allow the candidate to tell you what time his/her brother went missing and what other
languages, apart from English, he can speak. ! Ask the candidate how the police can help him/her.  Elicit two details.

5 Allow the candidate to give two details about how the police can help him/her.
End the conversation by saying you are sure his/her brother will be found soon.
