He bought a
smart phone and a tablet computer, and when asked
by his mother where he got the money, admitted
selling a kidney. Such electronic products are highly
popular on the mainland, but are priced beyond the
reach of many people on the mainland. The case is
causing alarm on the mainland as citizens worry about
increasing consumerism, particularly among the
young. One commentator wrote, "This teenager’s

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The mainland has banned the trading of human
organs since 2007. Statistics from the Ministry of
Health showed that about 1.5 million people on the
mainland need transplants, but only around 10 000
transplants are performed annually because of the
lack of legally available organs. Consequently, some
patients turn to the black market to obtain human
organs.

In 2008, an international summit meeting noted
that with the increasing use of the Internet and the
willingness of patients in rich countries to travel and
purchase organs, the illegal trading of human organs
