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Students’ performance in HMSC practice papers was in general satisfactory. They
demonstrate adequate knowledge and understanding of issues, concepts and principles in
health and social care across systems and from different perspectives. However, a better
performance is expected if students can pay more attention to the following:

In answering HMSC questions,

Support viewpoints/ arguments with relevant concepts/ facts/ information/ examples.

Analyze and answer the question from various perspectives/ across different levels (e.g.
individuals, family, peers, community, society, world)

Pay attention to the focus of the question — do not miss the key word(s) of the question
Avoid factual errors when quoting evidence/ examples to support viewpoints

Avoid contradictory assertions

Avoid repeated elaborations with answers of similar concepts/ ideas/ nature/ examples.

In essays, introductory and concluding paragraphs as well as topic sentences signaling
the content of each paragraph are needed.

Organize answers under different themes/ groups/ classes/ strategies/ directions are
important especially for essay questions.
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
