Similarly, answers which do not include all the ideas or approaches suggested here should be
rewarded appropriately.

Of course, some of the points listed will appear in weaker papers, but are unlikely to be
developed.

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N.B. Different interpretations relating to the age and gender of the narrator, the type of cat
(tiger, leopard, lion or mythical beast) and the nature (real or dream-like) of the cat and
/ or the encounter may be accepted.

An adequate to good literary commentary will:

¢ show some understanding of the settings and events in the passage

e consider the narrator’s reactions to the surroundings

¢ make some comment on the narrator’s responses to the cat

o identify some of the techniques used to describe the cat, and their effects.

A very good to excellent literary commentary may also:

e demonstrate a greater understanding of the narrator’s engagement with the surroundings
and with the cat

e discuss in greater detail the techniques used to contribute to the development of the
passage as a whole

e discuss potential interpretations of the passage as portraying reality, dream/fantasy, or
some combination

¢ examine the effects of diction, images, figures of speech, hyperbole, rhetorical questions,
contrasts and parallels, tone, etc. Candidates must go further than simply identifying
features.

¢ attempt to handle strange assertions in the passage (for example, “The Sun himself came
down and walked on earth”).

An adequate to good literary commentary will:

describe the events taking place in the poem

identify attitudes of various family members to the fire

comment on the contrast between the lead up to and events after the fire
consider the characterisation of the woman

identify some of the literary devices used and their effects

show some understanding of how the poem is more than just an account of a fire.

A very good to excellent literary commentary may also:

e explore the shifting reactions of and to the wife throughout the poem

e evaluate the unexpected use of diction (for example, “the flames run lovingly”,
“raging beauty”, “dull safety”, “treacherous toaster”)

¢ analyse the last two lines and their relationship to the poem as a whole

¢ discuss the language used to describe the fire, including the title

e comment on the examples of irony in the poem, and possibly ways in which it is ‘unfunny’.
