PROJECT WORK 
 
The Junior Certificate Art Craft Design Project must be carried out in 
accordance with the State Examination Commission’s Circular S62/11.  
 
The teacher must ensure that each candidate is given a copy of the 2012 
examination paper Junior Certificate Art Craft Design – Project (2012.S50).  
 
The teacher must ensure that all the preparation, development and realisation 
of the project is the candidate’s own individual work and this work must be 
monitored by the teacher on a regular basis.  
 
The realisation aspect of the Project (the completed 2D and 3D pieces) must 
be executed in the school under the supervision of the teacher and must NOT 
be removed from the school either by the candidate or the teacher in 
advance of the marking of the examination in June.

■  The candidate must clearly identify his/her chosen theme by its title on all 
 items of work. 

 
■  All preparatory work must contain the candidate’s own drawings. 

 
■  All sections of the Project must relate back to the chosen theme as 
 indicated on the outside of the project envelope, otherwise the 
 candidate will lose marks under the relevant headings in the marking 
 scheme. 

 
■  The dimensions of the candidate’s 2D and 3D work should not exceed the 
 maximum dimensions specified on the 2012 examination paper. Where 
 the candidate does not comply with this instruction he/she will lose marks 
 under the relevant headings in the marking scheme.

PREPARATORY STUDIES are an integral part of the project and must include 
your own observed/imagined images. Total dependence on copying/tracing 
is not accepted. 
 
ENSURE THAT your examination number is clearly shown on all work 
submitted. Label each of the sheets submitted with the appropriate heading 
using only the gummed labels which will be provided. 
 
CLEARLY IDENTIFY your chosen theme by its title on all items of work. 
 
ONLY THE required number of A2 sheets (maximum 9 sheets) will be 
examined. Only one layer of artwork should be placed on each sheet. 
 
DO NOT work on the reverse side of any of these sheets. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
You may produce the work for the required areas of study in any order you 
wish. On completion of a work-piece, a selection of the relevant preparatory 
studies showing the origin and development of the work should be mounted 
on a sheet of drawing paper 59x42cm (A2) maximum dimensions. 
 
Two-dimensional or three-dimensional work measurements should NOT exceed 
the maximum dimensions specified on the 2012 examination paper. Where the 
candidate does not comply with this instruction he/she will lose marks under 
the relevant headings in the marking scheme.
