A modified marking scheme is applied to the work submitted by candidates who have been 
granted one or a combination of the following arrangements:

- use of a computer with the spell-check facility enabled. 
- use of a scribe. 
- waiver in relation to spelling and grammar. 

 
For French Leaving Certificate Ordinary Level this means that errors in spelling and in 
certain grammatical elements are not penalised.

Do not penalise spelling mistakes (including no accents / incorrect accents) when 
candidates transcribe the missing word.
