PART A : Translation from English to Hindi

Translate the following into Hindi. 100 Marks

The word "reservation’ has always been controversial, but never more so than today. Now, all eyes are on the monsoon
session of Parliament, where the Bill that proposes to increase the quota for the OBCs in higher education will be discussed.
This Bill has caused students of the country to unite under the banner of Youth For Equality (YFE) and come out onto the streets
to fight for their rights. The youth have shed their laid-back, carefree image and joined together in protest against this divisive
and regressive Bill, braving water-cannons, Lathi-charges and threats from the government. But why the sudden uproar? Well,
it's rather simple. ]

It is time that everyone accepted two facts. One, that reservations ( and more specifically, affirmative action) can be an
effective tool of social empowerment. And two, that they have failed in achieving this as yet. Hence, the question to be asked is
not whether reservations are needed or not. Indeed, it is how to make reservations efficient. And this Is what the Youth For
Equality movement is about.

Let's go back to the basic question: Who needs reservation? In order to deserve reservation, a person must have latent
merit and must have lacked the opportunities to develop it. Indeed, this equation can solve the entire problem: Lack of
opportunity + Presence of merit = Reservation,

If reservations are given to these and only these people, no one would ever object to them and they would prove to be a
spectacular success. But today's scenario is quite the opposite.

The number of opportunities a spoiled, rich brat is exposed to far outnumbers those that fill a shanty dweller's dreams.
Yet, by brandishing a caste certificate the affluent waltz into any institute of their choice. Did they ever face a lack of
opportunities? No, More importantly, do they deserve reservation? Surely not ! Yet, they can avail of it. This is what has caused
the policy to fail. Till date, only the "creamy’ layer of the reserved category has benefited, but those who really need reservations
are still stuck at the bottom of the social and educational ladder.

Consider a person who gets a reserved seat in the lITs. He then fails his exams thrice | And is unable to complete a four-
year course even after six years. Does such a person need reservations? No. Because he lacks merit. Unfortunately, in the
present system, he still gets a seat via reservation.

Indeed, if it is ensured that reservations do not benefit such people, but only the poor, discriminated person in the
village who actually needs it, the reservation policy can be a big success. And that is what the YFE is demanding - to make
reservations more efficient.

Unfortunately, the politicians are instead dividing the country by playing petty vote-bank politics and are using
reservations to hide their incompetence. They have had 58 years to improve the quality of primary and secondary education in
this country, But the condition of our public schools is deplorable, to say the least. Facilities are practically non-existent and
faculties incompetent. These schools don't even have books, desks, tables or teachers, while computers are a distant dream.
The dropout rate before Class X is as high as 73 per cent in our country | Yet, over the years, our political visionaries have
conveniently overlooked these harsh realities. They are just using reservations to move the focus away from the real issue. Itis
time we all saw through their ruse and stopped being mere pawns in this political farce.

The Mandal Commission that the government keeps harping on is filled with flaws. It is based on the 1931 census and
gave its report in 1980. This must be the first time anywhere in the world that a government wants to implement a 26-year-old
report based on 75-year-old statistics | The three sociologists of the Mandal Commission specifically stated that ‘they were
denied any real opportunity to participate in the findings'! The report is based on the work of a research team ‘which met for only
three days' and a second panel which ‘met for five days' in order to discuss how to collect data. There was no meeting at all to
evaluate the data gathered. The Commission’s concluding paragraph on its own work states: “In the end, it may be emphasized
that the survey has no pretensions to being a piece of academic research’,

Further, the last 15 years have ushered in economic liberalization and have witnessed a growth rate of about 5-6 per
cent of GDP per annum. The government is insisting on implementing this obsolete report only to garner more votes.
