(a) The question of what technology actually does for us is therefore worthy of

investigation. It obviously greatly reduces some of kinds of work while it increases other
kinds. The type of work which modem technology is most successful in reducing or even
eliminating is skilful, productive work of human hands, in touch with real materials of one
kind or another. In an advanced industrial society, such work has become exceedingly rare,
and to make a decent living by doing such work become virtually impossible. A great part of
the modern neurosis may be due to this very fact, for the human being, defined by Thomas
Aquinas as a being with brains and hands, enjoys nothing more than to be creatively,
usefully, productively engaged with both his hands and his brains. Today, a person has to
be wealthy to be able to enjoy this simple thing, this very great luxury; he has to be able to
afford space and good tools.

(b) The Cabinet is also the court of appeal where two or more Departments differ about
matters which effect them both or all of them. Administration does not fall neatly into thirty
sections, in such a way that no dispute can exist as to the bounds of Departmental activity.
Indeed, nearly every important problem cuts across Departmental boundaries. Even if no
other Department is affected, the Treasury is almost certainly interested. On purely inter-
Departmental matters, the Departments would try to reach agreement. If they found
themselves unable to agree, the Prime Minister might act as arbitrator and co-coordinator.
in the last resort there must be appeal to the Cabinet. In fact, however, many inter-
departmental questions are of a Cabinet order in any case.
