MENTAL HEALTH ACT, NO. 18 OF 1973
	


	1.1 A police official should take a mentally ill person who is wandering at large to the district surgeon.

LIQUOR ACT, NO. 27 OF 1989

	1.10 Any person who as a spectator introduces or consumes liquor on a sportsground shall be guilty of an offence.

ARMS AND AMMUNITION ACT, NO. 75 OF 1969

1.11 A gas rifle of .22 inch is regarded as an arm in terms of the Arms and Ammunition Act.

1.12 Any person can lodge an appeal within 60 days to the Minister, if his application for a firearm licence is refused.

1.13 Licences are issued for a maximum of 12 firearms.

1.14 The holder of a firearm licence should, if requested by a police official, produce such licence.

1.15 Any person who commits an armed robbery can be declared unfit to possess a firearm.

1.16 A licensed dealer may supply any person with a firearm without that person producing a licence.

1.17 A police official may approach a dealer at midnight and request him to unlock his shop and to inspect his registers.

1.18 A person of 15 years of age may possess a firearm with consent of a licensed owner.

1.19 The loss of a firearm must be reported to the police within 48 hours.

1.20 A person may carry a firearm in a public place if he carries said firearm in his hand.

1.21 A firearm may only be destroyed with permission of the Commissioner of Police.

1.22 A police official may search an aeroplane without a warrant if he has reason to believe that there is a firearm with which a crime was committed.

1.23 Fingerprints may be taken if application for a firearm licence is made.

DANGEROUS WEAPONS ACT, NO. 71 OF 1968

1.24 A screwdriver can be regarded as a dangerous weapon.

1.25 A dog is not regarded as a dangerous weapon.


	


	
EXPLOSIVES ACT, NO. 26 OF 1956

1.26 A permit for the use of explosives can be issued by the Commissioner of Police.

1.27 There are no circumstances under which a person who is not in possession of a permit may use explosives.

ABUSE OF DEPENDENCE PRODUCING SUBSTANCES AND REHABILITATION CENTRES ACT, NO. 41 OF 1971

1.28 A police official may only search a vehicle in order to attach dependence producing substances, with a warrant.

1.29 Substances attached in terms of this act must immediately be destroyed.

1.30 Any person arrested in terms of a warrant issued in terms of section 13(1) must be brought before a magistrate within 48 hours.

SEXUAL OFFENCES ACT, NO. 23 OF 1957

1.31 Unlawful carnal intercourse means extra-marital carnal intercourse.

1.32 Any person who is the manager of a brothel will be deemed to keep a brothel.

1.33 Any person who is in charge of a girl of 17 years of age who allows such girl to be enticed to commit an immoral act, commits an offence.

1.34 Unlawful carnal intercourse with a boy who is 18 years of age, by a male person, is an offence.

1.35 A person charged in terms of section 14(1) could submit the defence that the girl deceived him into believing that she was over the age of 16 years.

INQUEST ACT, NO. 58 OF 1959

1.36 The public prosecutor of the local magistrate’s office may give permission that a body be disinterred.

1.37 A family member may attend the autopsy by the district surgeon.

STOCK THEFT ACT, NO. 57 OF 1959

1.38 Stock includes kudu and blesbuck.
